COMMEMORATION OF THE 80TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE LIBERATION OF THE NETHERLANDS: May 2025 
marks the 80th Anniversary of the Liberation of the Netherlands. To commemorate this historic and most 
significant event in Dutch history (and the personal history of so many immigrants and their 
descendants), the Canadian Military and the Dutch Community will honour this significant milestone with 
a planned commemoration that will take place on Sunday, May 4th. It will be preceded by a Church 
Service at 10:30 am at Holy Trinity Anglican, followed by a short march/walk to South Alberta Light Horse 
Park in Old Strathcona where the actual ceremony will take place. The 80th anniversary, as a major 
commemoration, will be the last time actual living soldiers who were part of the Canadian army, will be in 
attendance. The few that are left are now 100 years of age or older. Also, those who were liberated are 
now in their late 80’s or in their 90s. Thus, it will close a chapter of living history. Please consider 
attending.
